Financial Policy at a Glance:

1) All students registering for a semester are required to hand over Post Dated Cheques covering payment for the entire semester at start of the semester.   

2) Students failing to comply with this requirement will have their registration rejected. 

3) Discontinuing studies, without a financial penalty, is allowed for a maximum of 2 semesters. Thereafter a student re-joining the programme will be required to pay a reactivation fee of $500. This payment will, however, not apply in the case of students who have continued with their payments despite deferral. 

4) Withdrawal: 

· In the case of students withdrawing from a semester within Week 1, One month’s fee will be forfeited and the balance refunded. There will be no refund of the registration fee paid. 
· In the case of students withdrawing from the semester before the end of 4th week, 50% of the semester fee, based on credits attempted, will be forfeited and the balance refunded. 

THERE WILL BE NO REFUND IF THE STUDENT WITHDRAWS AFTER THE 4TH WEEK OF THE SEMESTER. 

5) All students are mandatorily required to pay a technology fee of $20 per module. This covers the cost of the access code which is required to access restricted course materials on Blackboard (most applicable in the case of titles published by Pearson Education) .  Text books will be charged at $30 per copy. Students who have paid the technology fee and deferred the module during the course of the semester, will need to pay this charge again when they register for the module in a subsequent semester. 

6) All monthly payments are due by the 25th of every month and no later than the 5th of the next month. All semester payments are to be made two weeks before the start of the semester.  For late payments, a penalty of AED 50 will be imposed. A charge of AED 100 will apply in the event of a cheque bouncing. 

7) Registration timelines will be posted on Blackboard and also informed via email. Students are required to adhere to these timelines and complete their registration formalities to avoid a late fee .

8) A student who misses the deadline for registration and payment of fees will be required to pay a late fee of $100 if he wishes to register for the semester.
